,hrani a hratky*. Tyto roviny jsou popisovany ve vztahu k handicapu v détstvi a v dospélosti.

psycho-sportografické klasifikace, piehled sportovnich her v kontextu soutézi osob s postize-
nim a principy jejich modifikaci, a to hry v soutézich paralympijskych (sportovci s t€lesnym a
zrakovym postizenim), deaflympijskych (sportovci se sluchovym postizenim) a soutézich
sportovcu s intelektovym postizenim.

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Games and plays:
even if we can't see, hear or walk - the way to do it.

The section focused on the games of individuals (children and adults) with a certain handicap
has been written in conferences since 2002. Section presentations do not always distinguish
what sports games or "playing” are. This articles are described in relation to disability in
childhood and adulthood. The topics of the contribution reflect earlier presentations in the
series of Pilsen conferences, which include: the development of the game in ontogenesis and
reflection for sports preparation since childhood, the inclusion of sports games according to
the psycho-sportographic classification, an overview of sports games in the context of compe-
titions of persons with disabilities and the principles of their modifications, i.e. games in Para-
lympic competitions (athletes with physical and visual disabilities), deaflympics (athletes with
hearing disabilities) and competitions of athletes with intellectual disabilities.

In the characteristics of Special Olympics (athletes with mental disabilities), the principle of
unified games is presented. Furthermore, a list of sports games within the given sports federa-
tions is submitted, both in the world and in the Czech Republic. The paper therefore reflects
on four topics:

(a) whether this distinction is relevant to practice in relation to the possibilities of physical
activities in a separate, parallel or inclusive format;



(b) what are the possibilities for the development of sports games in relation to the type of
disability and sports federations: the way to do it.

(c) why sports games in the context of handicap are not on the progressive trend in the Czech
Republic,

(d) what is the blind alley of earlier solutions or, on the contrary, possible ideas for principial
solutions.
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
