Séfredaktor ¢asopisu Castellologica bohemica
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Dear friends,

Just like us, you've surely noticed that in the last few years Castellologica bohemica has
ceased to be at the level it once boasted in the times of our dear friend, teacher and colleague
Tomas Durdik. We find several reasons for this. First is the pressure on publishing in the
most prestigious high-impact periodicals, i.e. “collecting” academic points used to senselessly
evaluate scholars. Second is the decreasing publication activity of us castellologists, who are
left with little time to write in the whirlwind of work and other responsibilities. Finally — and
in our minds most importantly — we’re missing an individuality of Toma$’ caliber. Everyone
will certainly fondly recall Tom’s urging us to write something for CB, and everyone knows
it was impossible to refuse. Such a request was primarily an honor, and a “giant” isn’t someone
you say “no’” to.

Today things are different. Writing for CB is no longer an honor or a joy, and additionally
this activity no longer provides the desired points that the more highly valued periodicals
possess. However, if we don’t want the journal to fade and disappear forever, it will be nec-
essary to change the present situation. If we look back on the last decade, we see a persistent
effort to keep the journal alive and provide high-quality papers - and more. Thanks to Josef
Hlozek, the journal came to include the regularly held Ktivoklat Conference, which is the
only Czech gathering of enthusiastic castellologists. Despite all efforts of the editorial staff,
however, the journal has still faced many problems.

As the publisher of the journal, the University of West Bohemia has decided it is high time
to change this unfavorable situation. Detailed information on all news and changes can be
found on the journal’s newly created website — cb.zcu.cz. Here we will only briefly outline the
most essential information. We feel the most important point is to speed up the transfer of
CB among high-impact journals. This is linked with many changes and responsibilities, but
primarily this step will help make the journal attractive for scholars who are evaluated based
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upon publication results in these types of periodicals. The transformation of format stems
from the previous change. The journal will primarily be published in electronic form twice
per year. Papers will be published much more quickly than was the case with the printed
version. However, we haven't given up on print - CB will always be available in classic printed
form in the following year as one volume containing two issues. We are part of a uniting
Europe, and therefore it is in our interest both to present the results of our research abroad
and allow foreign researchers to publish in the Czech Republic. However, we do not want
for the journal - which has a strong readership base within the general public - to become
an exclusively foreign-language periodical. All Czech-language papers will include English
summaries; foreign articles will in turn include summaries in the Czech language.

These changes described above are linked to the most important change, one that is
the most difficult for us from a human perspective. The editorial board has always been
a rare opportunity for us to meet with colleagues and friends whom we love and respect.
Unfortunately, the extensive changes will also lead to changes in staffing, which must reflect
interdisciplinarity and the efforts towards Central European activity. This revival will be rel-
atively difficult and require great commitment on the part of the editorial board’s members.
In addition to the editor in chief and executive editor, the makeup of the editorial board will
also be changing. Similarly to Western European journals, this is why the editorial circle is
being created, as it will become the scientific guarantor of the journal and a safeguard that will
prevent us from losing our way. In its ranks, we will also be welcoming some of the original
members of the editorial board.

In conclusion, we would like to thank both our faithful and only occasional readers, but
also primarily the good people, friends and colleagues who, with their enthusiasm and per-
sonal commitment, helped the journal on its arduous yearly journey to printed form. We
highly appreciate this, and it is an honor to be able to build upon their efforts and continue
on in this challenging task. We would therefore like to ask that you keep us and the journal
in your favor into the future.
