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Abstrakt

Replikace, tedy opakovani origindlni studie za podminky dodrzeni stejnych postupti a metod, je-
jimz cilem je sbér novych dat, je nezbytnou soucasti falzifikace zkoumané hypotézy. Jako takova
je replikace jednim z pilifd védecké metody a pokud je né€jaky efekt pouze nalezen, ale neni na-
sledné replikovan, nemél by byt povazovan za védecky objev. Cilem prednasky je uvedeni poslu-
chact do problematiky takzvané replikacni krize ve véd¢ a popsat jeji mozné ptic¢iny. Kromé di-
lezitosti replikaci pii vzniku védeckych poznatku, rozebereme zakladni terminologii sledovaného
fenoménu a predstavime si medialné nejznamé;jsi priklady netispéSnych replikaci v psychologic-
kém a biomedicinském vyzkumu. V dalsi ¢asti se zamétime na moZzné pticiny replikacni krize, jako
jsou pochybné védecké praktiky v analyze dat se zaméfenim na nespravné pouzivani p hodnot. To
vSe bude prezentovano s ptesahem do kinantropologie.
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Abstract

Replication, i.e. the repetition of an original study under the same procedures and methods, with
the aim of collecting new data, is an essential part of falsifying the hypothesis under investigation.
As such, replication is one of the pillars of the scientific method, and if an effect is merely found
but not subsequently replicated, it should not be considered a scientific discovery. The aim of this
lecture is to introduce the audience to the so-called replication crisis in science and to describe its
possible causes. In addition to the importance of replication in the emergence of scientific
knowledge, we will discuss the basic terminology of the phenomenon under study and present the
most media-famous examples of failed replications in psychological and biomedical research. In
the next section, we will look at possible causes of the replication crisis, such as questionable sci-
entific practices in data analysis, focusing on the misuse of p-values. All of this will be presented
with overlap to kinanthropology.
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
