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Slovo uvodem

Vazeni pratelé,

dostava se Vam do ruky druhé ¢islo ¢asopisu pro rok 2023. Pri jeho listovani Vas jisté prekva-
pi, Ze jeden z ¢lankt se vénuje osudtim hradu Litice ve 20. stoleti. Studium hradi ve stfedni
Evropé se totiz soustfeduje predevs§im na obdobi stfedovéku a raného novovéku. Jisté je to
obdobi velice zajimavé, na druhou stranu i v ¢asech nasledujicich prodélalo mnoho hradi
neméné poutavy a uddlostmi nabity ,,druhy” Zivot. Mame na mysli nejenom vyuzivani udr-
zovanych i rozpadajicich se objektt v dlouhém konfliktu tficetileté valky, ale zejména vzriist
zajmu o hrady v obdobi romantismu a po ném. V encyklopedické literatute se zpravidla do-
¢teme informace typu: hrad byl modernizovan za tficetileté valky, v 19. stoleti zde byla ztize-
na vyletni restaurace, hrad byl opravovan Klubem c¢eskych turisttl. I v rozsdhlejsich studiich
vénovanych jednotlivym objektiim ztistavaji informace pouze povrchni. Rovnéz publikova-
né archeologické vyzkumy mnohdy prezentuji pouze sttedovéké nalezy a ndlezové situace,
zatimco novovéké ¢i zcela moderni opomiji. Soucasny stav badani jako by konstatoval, ze
na hradech se od renesance bud nic nedélo, nebo Ze vitbec nema cenu se tim zabyvat. Tyto
tendence ve zkoumani hradti paradoxné pretrvavaji i v dob¢, kdy se archeologie modernity
neobycejnym tempem a s piekvapivymi vysledky rozviji napfi¢ védeckymi pracovisti po celé
Evropé. Musime si tedy polozit otazku: Je tomu skute¢né tak? Nenabizi studium hrad v mo-
derni dob¢ pestry okruh podnétt pro badatele?

Bohuzel vstupujeme na zcela neprobdadané pole a znatelné nam chybi zékladni odrazo-
vé mustky. Vyhlédneme-li vSak ze stfedoevropského prostoru, mizeme se opfit o podnétné
studie. V Cechdch byla pozornost vénovéna predevsim aktivitim Klubu &eskych turistt ¢i
némeckych turistickych spolki. Do¢teme se v nich zpravidla kusé informace o ptsobeni spol-
kd na hradech, o opravach, stavbé restauraci, rozhleden ¢i o navstévnosti objekti. Neprilis
bohaté informace k aktivitim na hradech v 19. stoleti a v 1. poloviné 20. stoleti také poskytuji
soudoba regionalni literatura a periodika. Velky problém téchto praci ovSem spociva v tom,
ze pouze konstatuji rizné aktivity ¢i podrobnéji fesi rizné zasahy do historickych objektu.
Z téchto publikaci se viibec nedozvidame Zadné podrobnosti k podobé novostaveb (restaura-
ce, vyhlidkové pavilony, rozhledny, kuzelniky, stanky), natoz o kazdodennim Zivoté a vybave-
ni provozoven. Upfeme-li pozornost na zapad od stfedni Evropy, uvidime, ze situace je tam
ponékud lepsi. V r. 1999 vysel katalog a sbornik ,,Burgenromantik und Burgenrestaurierung
um 1900“ vénovany predev$im cinnosti architekta a znalce hradt Boda Ebhardta. Zajem
autorti prispévkil se soustredil nejenom na vycet restaurovanych hradnich objektd, ale i na
jejich podobu, vybaveni interiért (v¢etné nabytku, replik zbroji a zbrani apod.), na analyzu
prament k stavebnim ¢innostem, k prabéhu staveb ¢i k soudobé diskusi o priméfenosti zasaht
a autenti¢nosti rekonstrukci. Tématicky mnohem rozsdhlejsi byla vystava ,Mythos Burg®,
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k niz v r. 2010 vysel objemny katalog. V ném najdeme nejenom stati a predméty vazajici se
k hradim v dobé jejich Zivota, ale i v dobé jejich zaniku a druhého Zivota. Mnoho prostoru je
vénovano novoveékym ,,mytim® o hradech a rytifich, osudtim hrada v novovéku, vlivu hrada
a rytifstvi na uméni a literaturu novovéku, poc¢atkiim védeckého zdjmu o né, turismu a hrad-
nim spolkiim, hradim v pop kulture.

Zminéné publikacni pociny poskytuji inspiraci pro zakladni okruh otazek k tématu vztahu
hradd a modernity. Leccos vsak mtizeme doplnit i z vlastni autopsie. Kazdého jisté napadne
studium umélecké produkce novovéku, romantismu a turismu ve vztahu k hradtum. S tim jisté
souviseji i vlastenecké, obrozenecké a spolkové aktivity, jejichZ intenzita byla rtizna, nékdy
nabyvala i zcela brutalnich zasahti do stavebni podoby. Dalsi zajimavy okruh otazek souvisi
s vyuzivanim hrada a zamka pro vojenské ucely v priubéhu novovéku. Ponechame-li stranou
neprili§ probadané obdobi tficetileté valky, nabizi zna¢ny potencial obdobi druhé svétové
a studené valky. Poslednim okruhem zajmu je vztah hradu a rekreaci, zvlasté pak se zretelem
k 20. stoleti, pficemz neobycejné zajimavym fenoménem jsou predevs$im trampské osady,
jimz se jiz dostalo drobné pozornosti.

Studium hradd v moderni dobé nabizi neocekavané $iroky okruh otazek. Pfispiva ne-
jenom k rozli§eni stavebnich etap sidel a poznani stfedovéké tvare hradni architektury, ale
i k vykresleni pestrého kazdodenniho Zivota novovéku a moderni doby. Bohuzel je vSak zatim
v kastellologickém badani velkou vzacnosti.

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Dear friends,

You now hold in your hands the second issue of the magazine for 2023. As you flip through
it, you'll be surprised to see that one of the articles is devoted to the fate of the Litice Castle in
the 20th century. The study of castles in Central Europe focuses mainly on the medieval and
early modern periods. This period is certainly very interesting, but on the other hand, many
castles in later times also went through an equally fascinating and eventful "second" life. We're
referring not only to the use of both maintained and dilapidating buildings in the long conflict
of the Thirty Years' War, but especially to the growth of interest in castles during and after
the Romantic period. In encyclopedic literature, we often read information such as this: “the
castle was modernized during the Thirty Years' War, a restaurant for tourists was established
here in the 19th century, the castle was renovated by the Czech Tourist Club”. Even in more
extensive studies devoted to individual buildings, the information remains merely superficial.
In addition, published archaeological excavations often present only medieval finds and find
situations while neglecting ones of the modern era or present period. The current state of
research seems to claim that either nothing has happened at castles since the Renaissance,
or that dealing with the topic is pointless. Paradoxically, these tendencies in the study of cas-
tles persist even as the archaeology of modernity is developing with surprising results at an
extraordinary pace at research workplaces throughout Europe. We must therefore ask the
question: Is this really the case? Does the study of castles in modern times not offer a diverse
range of stimuli for the researcher?
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Unfortunately, we are entering into a completely unexplored field and we are noticeably
lacking the basic stepping stones. However, if we look outside the Central European area,
we can rely on stimulating studies. In the Czech lands, attention has been paid mainly to the
activities of the Czech Tourist Club or German tourist associations. In these studies, we can
usually read only fragmentary information about the activities of the associations in castles,
about renovations, the construction of restaurants and observation towers, or the number
of visitors coming to the sites. Contemporary regional literature and periodicals provide
only rather poor information on castle activities in the 19th century and the first half of the
20th century. However, a major problem with these works is that they only record various
activities or deal in detail with various the interventions carried out on historic buildings. From
these publications, we find no information at all about the form of the new buildings (restau-
rants, sightseeing pavilions, lookout towers, bowling alleys, kiosks), let alone the daily life and
furnishings of these establishments. If we turn our attention from Central Europe to the west,
we can see that the situation there is somewhat better. In 1999, a catalogue and collection was
published under the title “Burgenromantik und Burgenrestaurierung um 1900”, which was
mainly devoted to the work of architect and castle expert Bodo Ebhardt. The interest of the
authors of these papers was focused not only on the list of restored castle sites, but also on
their appearance, interior furnishings (including furniture, replicas of armor and weapons,
etc.), analysis of sources concerning construction activities, the course of construction or the
contemporary discussion surrounding the adequacy of interventions and the authenticity of
the reconstructions. The "Mythos Burg" exhibition, for which a voluminous catalogue was
published in 2010, was much more extensive in terms of its theme. In it, we find not only
essays and objects relating to castles in the period of their lifetime, but also in the periods
of their demise and second life. Much space is devoted to the modern "myths" of castles and
knights, the fate of castles in the modern period, the influence of castles and chivalry on the
art and literature of the modern period, the beginnings of scientific interest in them, tourism
and castle societies, castles in pop culture and so on.

The aforementioned publications provide the inspiration for a basic set of questions on the
topic of the relationship between castles and modernity. However, we can also add much from
our own knowledge and experience. The study of artistic production in the modern period,
romanticism and tourism in relation to castles is sure to come to mind. Patriotic, revivalist
and social activities, which varied in intensity and sometimes even gave rise to wholly brutal
forms of structural interventions, are also certainly related to this. Another interesting set of
questions is linked to the use of castles and chateaux for military purposes during the modern
period. Leaving aside the rather poorly studied period of the Thirty Years' War, the Second
World War and the Cold War also offer considerable potential. A final area of interest is the
relationship between castles and recreation, especially regarding the 20th century, particularly
with “tramp settlements” as an extremely interesting phenomenon that has already received
some attention.

The study of castles in the modern era offers an unexpectedly wide range of questions. It
contributes not only to distinguishing between the construction stages of settlements and un-
derstanding the medieval appearance of castle architecture, but also to depicting the colorful
everyday life of the modern period and present era. Unfortunately, however, it is still highly
rare in terms of castle research.
